CR Update – DvK  
Sponsorships – 
APPROVED: Eastern Goldfields Junior Cricket Council $1000 to purchase 14 cricket balls for 
the 2008 Junior Country Week competition. Red Earth - "Bridging the Gap documentary" $5000 
to assist in the production of a 30 minute documentary aimed at telling the stories of local 
goldfielders in an attempt to "bridge the gap" between the older and younger generations. 
Goldfields Oh Do Kwan Taekwondo $1500 for protective sparring equipment (Junior Sports

Visitors and Sales: Numbers were down for November (by 1,672 from October), with a total 
of 2,718 for the month. This was a slight decrease from the same time last year (2,740 
in November 2006). The total includes 413 visitors on Boulder Market Day.  The average 
number of visitors for the year each day (not including BMD) is 99.4.  Total sales for the month 
were $12,952.47, with a profit of $4,554.67.
